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1 Reason for Change

As described in section 9.1.8.4 ‘Cancellation of a Deferred Location Request – UE available event’ and in section 9.1.9.1 ‘Cancellation of a Deferred Location Request – Change of Area event’ of 3GPP TS 23.271 v.6.8.0, the cancellation of deferred location request is one of requirements to be reflected in MLP v.3.2. 

In section 9.1.8.4, clauses 2, 3 and 7 of TS 23.271 v.6.8.0 read:

2) The R-GMLC sends the cancellation request to H-GMLC, including the LDR reference number. The cancellation could be initiated by the R-GMLC itself for some reasons (e.g. the expiry of the validity timer specified by the start time and stop time; or the expiry of an implementation dependent timer specified by the Operator as a default value in the R-GMLC when the stop time is undefined or exceeds the maximum allowed value).
3) The H-GMLC forwards the LCS Cancel Service Request to V-GMLC with the LDR reference number which is received from the R-GMLC, and the H-GMLC address. The H-GMLC may itself initiate the cancellation procedure, e.g. if an implementation dependent timer in the H-GMLC expired, or when the UE’s privacy profile stored in the H-GMLC or in the PPR was changed. 
7)
H-GMLC sends the LCS Cancel Service Response to R-GMLC. H-GMLC may send the LCS Cancel Service Response to R-GMLC, even if the R-GMLC/LCS client has not requested the cancellation, see step 3
Based on these clauses, in this case control flow diagrams should be changed since GMLC by itself initiate the cancellation of a deferred location request. This CR addresses the changes to reflect this requirement in MLP spec.

5.2.3.6 Triggered Location Reporting Service

The triggered location reporting service is used when an application wants the position of several MSs to be tracked. The triggers could be:

· The periodicity of reporting defined by an interval time

· An MS action, defined as the event "UE available" in 3GPP [23.271]. 

· A Change of Area, defined as the event “change of area” in 3GPP [23.271].
The report will be triggered when one of the pre-defined MS’s actions occurred or the time interval elapses. The service consists of the following messages:

· Triggered Location Reporting Request

· Triggered Location Reporting Answer

· Triggered Location Report

· Triggered Location Reporting Stop Request

· Triggered Location Reporting Stop Answer

The following message flow as depicted in Figure 7 encapsulates this service: 
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Figure 7: Message Flow for the Triggered Location Reporting Service

Note:
Specific events not yet defined, such a subscriber being in proximity to a friend in a friend finding application, may be supported. Other events are for further studies within 3GPP and are targeted for Rel. 6.
If the network unilaterally decides to terminate the location reporting, the stop reporting information shall be carried in a tlrep.

The cancellation of triggered location reporting request could be initiated by the Location Server itself for some reasons such as privacy profile update. In this case a tlrsa may have to be sent without a preceding trlsr.
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
