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1 Reason for Change

In the current TS baseline text, the QoP parameter is not included in the SUPL INIT message. The QoP parameter is required in the SET to instruct the A-GPS engine to select the optimal mode (search depth, time for search, etc – not to be confused with the posmethod itself). For instance for delay tolerant applications, the A-GPS engine can spend more time searching for satellite signals and therefore the accuracy of the position fix will be increased. For delay sensitive applications, however, the A-GPS engine in the SET would minimize search time and calculate a position fix as quickly as possible regardless of the accuracy.
