The encoding for the Lup interface in SUPL SHALL be ASN.1. The encoding is BASIC-PER, unaligned encoding.

The SUPL Lup interface SHALL use TCP/IP as the transport protocol.  The SUPL INIT message MAY use additional transport protocols. If WAP is used for the SUPL_INIT message transport then WAP version 2.0 SHALL be used.
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
