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1 Reason for Change

A cached position is a position estimate that was previously calculated and that is stored in the SLP. There are use cases where cached positions are used instead of newly calculated position estimates. Cached positions are currently not supported as Positioning Method. Cached positions are synonymous with previously computed positions.
