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1. Scope

The scope of this document is limited to the Enabler Release Definition of Secure User Plane for Location (SUPL), according to OMA Release process and the Enabler Release specification baseline listed in section 5.
The OMA SUPL v1.0.0 specifications are the result of the objective to enable an industry standard framework for positioning over the User Plane. The first positioning technology to be considered within this framework will be A-GPS over IP. An AGPS over IP solution shall provide benefits to the industry in terms of: reducing market fragmentation, enabling faster roll-out of services, and increased interoperability with minimum expected impact on terminal development.

2. References

4. Introduction


This document outlines the Enabler Release Definition for Secure User Plane Location specifications V1.0 and the respective conformance requirements for clients and servers implementing claiming compliance to it as defined by Open Mobile Alliance across the specification baseline.

The Lup serves as the interface between a SUPL Enabled Terminal (SET) and a SUPL Location Platform (SLP). These elements interface via the SUPL protocol ().
The referenced Lr/LCS-z  serves as the interface beween a Home SLP and a facilitating SLP in a visisted network.

These specifications define the core set of operations which a SUPL Location Platform should be able to perform.

The information which SUPL Enabler handles, is of a very personal and private nature (i.e. location). Hence as these information is of a private nuture a considerable amount of effort has been applied upon securing the SUPL interface(s), while keeping the bearers charactertics into account.

OMA SUPL Enabler enables two types of SUPL collaboration, network-initiated, and SET initiated . The same security requirements, and principles are valid in both of these cases.

6. Minimum Functionality Description for SUPL 

This section is informative.

The Lup protocol () is a protocol for exchanging assistance data to facilitate the process of determining location information of a target SET.

There are two different communication modes between SET and SLP: 

· Proxy Mode: The SPC system will not have direct communication with the SET. In this environment the SLC system will act as a proxy between the SET and the SPC.

· Non-Proxy Mode: The SPC system will have direct communication with the SET

This collaboration process can either be initiated by the network or by the SET.

6.1 SUPL Collaboration Network Initiated

When the SUPL collaboration is initiated by the network, the SET will provide the system with applicable measurements to facilitate the process of determinening the SET’s location.

6.3 SUPL Roaming
The SUPL architecture rellies upon the Lr (RLP) functionality to facilitate roaming.
There are variants of SUPL roaming:

The H-SLP may request the V-SLP to provide an initial position estimate, e.g. based upon Location ID.

The H-SLP may request the V-SLP to provide the Lup Positioning Determination interface and SPC functionality.
