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1 Reason for Change

In the ASN.1 definition of the setSessionID (section 8.9 Common elements) there is a comment that reads, “Since the setSessionID is allocated by the SET, there is no setSessionID to be transmitted in the SUPL INIT message”. 

In section 8.15 SUPL Session ID the session id is also explained but in this section the text reads “For Network-Initiated flows, when sending a SUPL INIT to the SET, the SLP shall assign a value to the slpSessionID and shall set the setSessionID to 0”

This means that it is not obvious if the SLP shall include the setSessionID in the SUPL INIT message or not.

This CR changes the text in section 8.15 in order to get an unambiguous description of the handling of the setSessionID throughout the TS.

For Network-Initiated flows, when sending a SUPL INIT to the SET, the SLP shall assign a value to the slpSessionID, but to save bandwidth, the SLP must not include the setSessionID in the message. The SET shall then assign a value to the SET session ID when it receives the message. Any further messages should contain the resultant combined session ID for the remainder of the session.

For SET-Initiated flows, when sending a SUPL START to the SLP, the SET shall assign a value to the setSessionID and shall set the slpSessionID to 0. The SLP shall assign a value to the slpSessionID when it receives the message. Any further messages should contain the resultant combined SessionID for the remainder of the session.

The SUPL SessionID SHALL allow for multiple simultaneous sessions on both the SLP and the SET.  
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
