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1 Reason for Change

The SUPL TS does not clearly state how the Version parameter will be used when future error corrections, clarifications, or functional improvements are introduced. If this is not clarified a Network or SET initiated SUPL service request will be rejected by the receiver (SET or SLP) if the Version parameter differs from the implemented and supported version, although the SET and the SLP are compatible. 

To achieve maximum compatibility this CR proposes that SET and SLP implementations only shall verify and take action on the "Major release" part of the Version parameter, that is, return the status code "protocolVersionNotSupported" in a SUPL END message if the "Major release" part is not supported. This would allow OMA LOC to step the “Minor release” part or the "Revision" part or both when changes, that not have implication on backward compatibility, are introduced in the SUPL TS, for example when a new parameter is added after an “extension marker” in a SUPL message. In R02 the normative statement on handling of minor & revision part is removed.
