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1 Reason for Change

The current SUPL TS defines ‘allowed on no answer – notification and verification’ as one of options for notification, which seems to be redundant. If the SET cannot receive SUPL INIT message or cannot connect to the SLP after receiving SUPL INIT message because of data connection failure or some other reasons and notification option for that target user is set as ‘allowed on no answer – notification and verification’, the SLP would assume that the target SET would allow the positioning implicitly after checking the privacy option. At the same time, if the cached position which meets the requested QoP is available at the SLC, the SLP would return the cached position. As shown in this scenario, ‘allowed on no answer – notification and verification’ option would be handled in the case of ‘notification only’ option. Therefore, ‘allowed on no answer – notification and verification’ is unnecessary.
