1 Reason for Change

In SET initiated (SI) scenarios applying SET based A-GPS with RRLP/RRC and SET provided Requested Assistance Data, the SLP delivers assistance data to the SET using the RRLP/RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure (Assistance Data / Ack. handshake during SUPL POS for RRLP). Doing so, the position is evaluated in the SET and is not sent back to the SLP, which might be appropriate for e.g. SET based Tracking applications.
However, there might be SI scenarios with SET based A-GPS, where the operator prefers to verify the SET evaluated position (e.g. with respect to achieved QoP for billing and logging purposes), before it is finally consumed by the SET.

To support this type of scenario in SUPL, the RRLP/RRC Position Measurement Procedure for SET based A-GPS (Measurement Request / Response handshake during SUPL POS for RRLP) should also be allowed in the SI case, i.e. the position estimate is sent back to the SLP before it is finally delivered to the SET. This scenario is already supported in the 3GPP Control Plane.
In order to indicate to the SLP from SET point of view, if either pure assistance data delivery (without SLP assessment of QoP and related evaluation of possible positioning methods) (a), or the SLP based evaluation process should be applied (b), the SET should use the QoP parameter in the SUPL START. I.e. the SET should not include QoP in case (a), but in case (b). In case (a) the SET should provide Requested Assistance Data within the SUPL POS INIT. Further, if supported by the SLP, the SLP applies the RRLP/RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure in case (a) and the RRLP/RRC Position Measurement Procedure for SET based A-GPS in case (b).

In this case, the Requested Assistance Data parameter SHALL be included in the SUPL POS INIT message.
