This change is also in conjunction to CONRR # 70, 71, 82 of the SUPL AD 1.0. where clarification was added to the text in section 6.7.12, 6.8 and 6.9.  The intent clarifies the situation where a GSM and/or WCDMA SET supports only cell id positioning; the SUPL POS message that supports for RRLP is optional.   
TS 074 SET Capabilities table: The sub-fields of SET capabilities (as elaborated in Section 9.2.2) are not shown properly.
