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1 Overview

The purpose of this liaison is a response to the liaison from 3GPP SA1, titled:” Civil Address Support in Location Services” (S1-050916).  

2 Proposal

OMA Location thanks SA1 for informing us about their consideration to support service requirements for Location Service capability for terminals connected via IWLAN and that the civil address form should be supported in both SUPL and MLP.  However, your liaison mentions that there are various administrations that are specifying civil address form.  Before OMA Location considers supporting such a request, the group needs more information.  

Since this seems to be related to the work in SA2 on IMS emergency calls with WLAN and fixed broadband access, OMA Location suggest that SA2 completes the development of the overall architecture and message description prior to proposing modifications to the OMA protocols.  Furthermore, in order to add civil address functions in SUPL or MLP, OMA Location needs to develop requirements with use cases and an architecture description of this specific functionality and guidance from SA1 on the requirement development as well as guidance from SA2 on the most appropriate way to enhance MLP and SUPL for the specific support of the civil address form.  

Since the IETF reference was to a Geopriv specification, OMA Location wishes to understand how the SA1 request is related to any IETF Geopriv specification and the intended relationship with this organization?  

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA Location requests the following actions: 

1. Guidance from SA1 on the requirements including use cases and an architecture description of the civil address function to be applied to OMA Location’s MLP and SUPL specifications.

2. Guidance from SA2 on the most appropriate way to enhance MLP and SUPL for civil address functionality support. 

3. How is this functionality related to IETF Geopriv specifications and what is the intended relationship with this organization?

SUPL 1.0 and MLS 1.0 have been approved for candidate enabler release.  If the request information is received, updates will be considered for the next revision of SUPL and MLS.   

4 Conclusion
