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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL SLP consists of two elements, SLC and SPC. If an interface between SLC and SPC is added in SUPL architecture, the separation of SLP and SPC allows the flexibility of SLP operation such that several SLCs use an only one SPC or the other operators’ SPC. In that perspective, SLP internal interface should be specified and standardized in SUPL 2.0 frame work. This CR addresses the requirement in SUPL 2.0.
