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1 Reason for Change

The current description of the parameter Requested Assistance Data in the TS includes conditions when the RRLP Assistance Data / Acknowledgement respectively RRC Assistance Data Delivery message shall be sent, i.e. the RRLP / RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure shall be used - namely in case of RRLP / RRC application along with SET based location determination in the SET initiated case.

The attachment of these conditions to the definition of the parameter Requested Assistance Data itself might imply that the parameter is only used if these conditions are fulfilled and is absent otherwise.

Actually, the optional parameter can be used whenever the SET wants to indicate the need for specific assistance data to the SLP, i.e. in any combination of SET assisted / based and Network / SET initiated positioning. It is up to the SET to decide if the indication of required assistance data towards the SLP is useful for the ongoing scenario. If no indication is received the SLP should send a default assistance data set anyway.

Further, the application of the RRLP / RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure only depends on the fact that SET based location determination is used in the SET initiated case, but not on the presence of the Requested Assistance Data parameter. This means, even in the rather unlikely case where the SET does not send the Requested Assistance Data parameter during SET based location determination with SET initiated, the SLP applies the RRLP / RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure using a default assistance data set.

To avoid possible misinterpretation regarding the role of the Requested Assistance Data parameter and hence interoperability problems it is proposed to delete the condition statement for application of the RRLP / RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure in the Requested Assistance Data parameter definition in the TS and include the same in the AD instead.

Doing so would make more clear that the application of the RRLP / RRC Assistance Data Delivery Procedure exclusively depends on the fact that SET based location determination is used in the SET initiated case.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on backward compatibility as this impacts the first SUPL release. However, vendors already implementing SUPL might be affected if they have had a different view so far.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

Related changes in the AD are necessary (s. CR 448).
