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1 Reason for Change

In the last meeting the group assumed that the technology specified in the SUPL1.0 have met the requirement about the periodic location which is handling of triggers in the Network. Actually the SUPL1.0 is not sufficient for this periodic position mode. If the function of periodic location is realized by SUPL1.0 the target SET does not know it is being periodically positioned. From SET’s perspective it is a new immediate positioning when it received each positioning request during this periodic location procedure. There are some problems, such as:

1. If the privacy setting of the target SET requires SLP for notification and verification whenever positioned, the target SET will inform User and wait for the User’s confirmation repeatedly when it receives the SUPL INIT message. It is really a trouble for the User and the Network. 
2. If the privacy setting of the target SET is not the Notification & Verification, the User could not cancel this periodic location request. 

So the SLP must notify the target SET that the current flow is a periodic location and the unique reqid notes the periodic location in the case where the hading of trigger is in the SLP.
The privacy policy should be considered for the periodic location in SUPL2.0, such as: a) No notification & no verification, b) notification only c), notification & verification d) repetitious notifications, e) repetitious notifications & verifications. We attach a PPT file as explanation for the triggered periodic location.
