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1 Reason for Change

In SUPL 1.0 support of non-proxy mode was limited to CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments only (see chapter 4.4 Planned Phases). Technically, however, SUPL 1.0 already supports non-proxy mode for both GSM/WCDMA and CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments.
This CR proposes to eliminate the restriction of non-proxy mode to CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments and to also allow non-proxy mode for GSM/WCDMA deployments.
