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1 Reason for Change

The Authentication SUPL Init Failure message was agreed at the Athens December 05meeting. 
When values are encoded as an ENUMERATED type, they are renumbered 0-19.; the numbers in the brackets are NOT the numbers transmitted over the air. In other words, as per the ASN.1 Packed Encoding Rules (PER) unaligned variant, the values in the enumerated list are encoded in sequence of their positions in the enumeration, starting at 0. Further, the reason for the “...” extension is the ability to add additional enumeration values without causing backwards incompatibility between different versions of the ASN.1 code. ASN.1 rules also dictate that adding enumerated values after the “...” will allow backwards compatibility to be ensured. Andrew Corporation believes it is good practice make backwards compatible changes by following the recommendation of the ASN.1 specification to make changes after the extension marker.  
More specifically, consider the following scenario:

If a SET encodes to the previous version of the SUPL standard (e.g., 20050719, prior to adding the authSuplinitFailure message to the spec), and sends consentGrantedByUser(101), it will actually be sent as the number 18, as per the rules of ASN.1 Packed Encoding Rule (PER) unaligned variant. Further, if an SLP is coded according to the latest ULP version (20060127), receives that message and it will interpret it as a consentDeniedByUser(100) message, which is the opposite of the intended meaning. 
Andrew Corporation agree with the spirit of the CR – we do need a code for authentication failure, but wishes to ensure that the message representation in the ASN.1 coding doesn’t cause backwards compatibility issues.
