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1 Reason for Change
Currently the LocationID IE is utilized only in the SUPL Session creation phase in the SUPL START and SUPL POS INIT messages.  This does not allow LocationID based location methods (eCID, RSSI) and A-GPS to be effectively executed in parallel.  In order to allow optimal parallel location methods this CR proposes to optionally include the LocationID IE in the SUPL POS, SUPL REPORT and SUPL END (SET initiated) messages.
