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1 Reason for Change

There are some bugs which should be corrected in next ULP document.
1. Version number of ULP message should be 2.0 but not 1.0. Otherwise, all messages defined in this document can not be differentiated from those in ULP 1.0 and SLP or SET can not decode and process these messages correctly.
2. The description of information element ‘ThirdParty’ is not consistent with its ASN.1 definition.
3. Section 9.26.3 in ULP 2.0 document is redundancy, because that section 9.26.2 has already mentioned all elements for trigger type and trigger parameters.
4. So that trigger mode and trigger information should be changed by trigger type and trigger parameter in description of SUPL SET INIT message.
5. The value range of number of fixes and interval in ‘Periodic Params’ information element should start from 1 but not 0.
