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1 Reason for Change

In MLP 3.3, it defines the requestor as:

The requestor is indicates the initiator of the location request, so in this context besides an ASP it could also be an MS subscriber who is asking the position of another target MS. The identity of the requestor may be an MSISDN or any other identifier identifying the initiator of the location request.
In the case of ASP as a requestor, the LCS server can deduce the ASPID from the login information when it receives a locating request from an ASP. But when a LCS server sends an RLP locating request, the ASPID type is needed.

In addition, in AGPS SI case, the LCS server SHOULD retrieve the LID  position in an RLP request. So the requestor id type is IMSI.

Also, the LCS server generally doesn’t change the requesor element when it passes on the locating request, so it is good to add the requestor id type MDN and ASID to RLP as in MLP.

This CR proposes to add ASPID , IMSI , MDN and ASID as new requestor ID types.
