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1 Overview

OMA replies to WiMAX Forum query for Location Based Support with OMA Enablers for Mobile Location Services (MLS) and Secure User Plane (SUPL).
2 Proposal

OMA thanks the WiMAX Forum Networking Group (NWG) for its correspondence of November 19, 2007. In this letter, NWG requests that OMA Location WG review the “WiMAX network Protocols and Architecture for Location Based Services v3” technical requirements and architecture and evaluate whether or not the requirements apply to OMA LOC standards development.  For reference, NWG documents received in the liaison for comments are listed below:

OMA Location Group has evaluated the NWG documents and notedthe time restraint in WiMAX Forum for completing the specifications.

The OMA LOC group has come to a conclusion that including WiMAX support into SUPL 2.0 specifications does not require major changes. Therefore, in the December meeting in London the LOC WG has agreed to include extension of SUPL 2.0 enabler to support WiMAX as a part of the concurrent consistency review.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA encourages the WiMAX NWG on positive decision of agreeing to use MLS and SUPL for location determination and acquisition to ensure the end to end interoperability between different wireless networks, and invites NWG to submit any requirements to OMA such that we can adapt the MLS and SUPL 2.0 documents to meet the needs of the NWG.
