Comment: There is an apparent contradiction between Figure 1:Supl Architecture and 5.4.4 NI Proxy where it says 

“Note: the WAP-PPG/SMS-C network element is only involved if WAP Push or MT SMS is used for delivering the ULP SUPL INIT message to the SET.  If UDP/IP or SIP Push is used as transport for the ULP SUPL INIT message, the WAP-PPG/SMS-C is not involved.”

In Figure 1, it looks like the WAP-PPG can be involved when SIP Push is used as a transport due to the SIP Push (P-X) interface  shown between the WAP PPG and the SIP/IP core. The same comment applies for the SMS-C.
Proposed Change: Change the note in 5.4.4 if it is incorrect.

From email discussions it appears that the intention was to define “WAP Push” as any SUPL INIT delivery involving PAP over the P-1 interface. This CR adds a clarifying note to the AD to this effect.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Note added to SUPL Initiation Function 
5.3.1.2 SUPL Initiation Function (SIF)
The SUPL Initiation function provides a mechanism for a SUPL network to start a transaction with a SET.  The initiation function is of special importance in enabling SUPL Network Initiated Services.

In case of a SUPL Network Initiated Service the SUPL network starts the SUPL transaction by using one of the following methods:

· WAP Push 
· SMS directly in an MNO environment

· UDP/IP
· SIP Push [SIP PUSH]
· Note: WAP Push is considered to be any delivery method which utilizes the Push Access Protocol (PAP), regardless of whether WAP POTAP or SIP Push is used for the final delivery to the SET.
Depending upon SET capabilities the applicable SUPL Initiation method is applied by the SUPL network (determination of SET capabilities is out of scope of SUPL).

A SET SHALL support SUPL initiation using at least one of WAP POTAP, SIP Push and SMS.  A SET that is capable of initiating an emergency services call using an IP bearer
 SHALL also support SUPL initiation using UDP/IP or SIP Push.

For GSM/WCDMA deployments, SUPL initiation using WAP Push SHALL be supported by both the SET and the SLP.  For CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments, SUPL initiation using MT SMS SHALL be supported by both the SET and the SLP.  Support of other transport protocols is optional.
