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1 Reason for Contribution

In the current SUPL, the area id list for the Leaving case should be entirely within the geographic target area. However in some cases the current way to provide the area id list for the Leaving case is not efficient.
For example, in case the repeated reporting is requested, the target SET may perform the A-GPS from the start to the end.
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Especially, in case the repeated reporting with the multiple areas is requested, the target SET may perform the A-GPS meaninglessly.
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In the Figure, the target SET has to perform the meaningless A-GPS in the section 1 and 2.
2 Summary of Contribution

This input contribution proposes a method to resolve the above mentioned problem.
3 Detailed Proposal

The proposal is the H-SLP provides the two kinds of area id list. The first one is an inner area id list. And the second one is an outer area id list. The inner area id list is same as the current area id list for the Leaving trigger type defined in the SUPL. The outer area id list is the area id list that covers the geographic target area. The outer area id is similar to the area id list provided for the Entering trigger type, but the area id included in the inner area id list is not included in the outer area id list.
The action of the SET related to the inner area id list and the outer area id list is :
· In case the target SET is in the inner area id list, the target SET doesn’t perform the A-GPS but recognizes that the target SET is in the geographic target area.

· In case the target SET is in the outer area id list, the target SET performs the A-GPS.

· In case the target SET is out of the inner area id list and the outer area id list, the target SET doesn’t perform the A-GPS and recognizes that the target SET is out of the geographic target area.
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In case the Leaving area event with the reported reporting is requested, especially multiple geographic target area, the H-SLP provides the outer area id list with the inner area id list to the SET. Otherwise the H-SLP provides the area id list as the way defined in the current SUPL.
