6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Move LC and LS common specification to a new section 
5.1.9    Event Notification Rate Control
A Location Client subscribing to Location Information MAY request event notification rate control. A Location Client requesting event notification rate control SHALL support the subscriber procedures for throttling and force mechanisms described in [IETF-EventThrottle].




Change 2:  Move LC and LS common specification to a new section for Reference Point LS-1 and LS-2 

X.y    Event Notification Rate Control
Event notification throttling is a mechanism for limiting the rate of SIP event notifications. Event notification force is a mechanism for sending the notifications at a minimum interval regardless of movement. 

The Event header parameter "throttle" in a SIP SUBSCRIBE request is optional, indicating the minimum time period between two consecutive notifications in a subscription. The Event header parameter "force" is optional, it specifies the maximum time period allowed between two notifications. 

The "force" value SHOULD be equivalent or higher than the "throttle" value. When the ‘force’ value is less than ‘throttle’, ‘force’ values is set to equally to the throttle value. 
When the parameter “throttle” and “force”both are not included in the Event header field parameter in the SUBSCRIBE request, then the existing rate mechanism and setting is cleared.
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
