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1 Overview

OMA LOC WG has noticed that 3GPP RAN WG2 has acknowledged in the E-UTRAN LCS Stage 2 (TS 36.305) the potential of using LPP (TS 36.355) in the User Plane –solutions.
OMA LOC WG would like to comment on the LPP User Plane –aspects.
2 Proposal

The E-UTRAN Stage 2 functional specification currently states that LPP is not only usable in the control plane solutions, but should also support the user plane deployments over the OMA SUPL bearer. OMA LOC WG welcomes this support, because it provides further convergence of positioning technologies between control and user planes.

OMA LOC sees great value in being able to extend LPP with capabilities that may not be suitable for control plane support of 3GPP access types but could be invaluable for user plane support. By being able to build on positioning capabilities defined for LPP in 3GPP Rel-9, it will be possible to avoid duplication of support (e.g. multiple definitions of A-GNSS or downlink OTDOA) while also enabling extensions that could be unsuitable or unattractive for the control plane solution.
To enable this, OMA LOC asks 3GPP RAN2 to include support in LPP (in TS 36.355) for positioning extensions defined externally to 3GPP. Ideally, these should enable protocol data units (PDUs) defined by OMA LOC to be embedded inside LPP messages as transparent octet strings. OMA LOC expects such PDUs would conform to the LPP procedures to be defined in TS 36.355 – e.g. to request and provide assistance data, positioning information and positioning capabilities. This would allow LPP-defined positioning and OMA extensions to be combined in the same messages and to be used together. OMA LOC would also expect to keep 3GPP RAN2 fully informed of any actual extensions and to provide an opportunity for feedback and comment on these.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA LOC kindly requests 3GPP RAN2 to enable a generalized extendable LPP that would allow OMA LOC to extend LPP for user plane use.
If 3GPP opens LPP for extensions, OMA LOC invites 3GPP RAN2 to communicate to LOC WG, how and when OMA can start to extend LPP.

4 Conclusion

OMA LOC WG kindly requests 3GPP RAN2 to implement the requested actions.
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
