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1 Reason for Change

The AD describes the supported modes of operation for the SUPL1.0 access networks, but not the new access networks added in SUPL2.0. After email discussion, there seems to be general agreement that LTE should take after the other 3GPP networks and UMB should take after the 3GPP2 ones. For WiMAX, I proxy mode is required and non-proxy mode is optional. I-WLAN and I-WiMAX will need to support both modes as they could be interworking with either 3GPP or 3GPP2 access.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact. This is the first release where the affected access networks are supported
3 Impact on Other Specifications

No impact. Supported modes of operation are not covered in the RD or either TS.

4.1 Planned Phases

SUPL is being published in different versions.  This architecture document specifies SUPL Version 2.

SUPL 1.0 supports the following modes of operation for selected deployments:

· Proxy flows for GSM/WCDMA/TD-SCDMA deployments;

· Proxy flows for CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments;[3GPP2 HRPD]
· Non-proxy flows for CDMA/CDMA2000 deployments.

SUPL 2.0 adds a number of features on top of SUPL 1.0.  The major functional enhancements are:

· Triggered positioning procedures, both periodic and area event;

· Emergency positioning procedures;

· Support of A-GANSS positioning method and improvements to enhanced cell id positioning method;

· Support of  proxy flows for LTE networks. [3GPP LTE]
· Support of  proxy and non-proxy flows for UMB networks. [3GPP2 UMB]
· Support of proxy and non-proxy flows for I-WLAN, WiMAX and i-WiMAX networks;

· Positioning procedures for delivery to third party and retrieval of location of another SET.

In addition the protocol between SLC and SPC, i.e., the ILP, is defined.
