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1 Reason for Change

In LPP, some transactions are only allowed in one direction (e.g. providing of capabilities is only allowed from target to server, requesting of location information is only allowed by the server, etc.). However, in order to fully support SUPL 3.0, a more flexible approach is required. For instance, in SET to SET mode of operation, either end may need to request or provide location information and assistance data from or to the other. In SET to SLP mode of operation, it may be required that the SLP provide its capabilities to the SET or that the SLP provide location information to the SET (both are not allowed in LPP).   

To support this functionality required in SUPL 3.0 but not supported in LPP, this CR proposes to allow the LPP target and server to dynamically swap roles i.e., the target may assume the role of the server and vice versa. While a similar requirement has already been agreed in LPP-HLF-002, LPP-HLF-002 does not specifically address the SET to SLP mode of operation. This CR therefore proposes to replace the existing requirement LPP-HLF-002 with a new requirement taking explicitly into consideration the SET to SLP mode of operation.

Informational Note: Protocol architecture refers to the LPP termination points defined as target and server in LPP. Messaging refers to the messages, message directions as well as to procedure and transaction handling. Rules refer to e.g. use of error and abort messages.

Informational Note: The intention of this requirement is not to void the requirement LPP-HLF-002.
