Network APIs

This use case describes how a DynNav Enabler implementation exposes its information and capabilities to third-party applications via network API.

B.2.1
Short Description

A user is interested in planning the route of a journey based on updated traffic forecast. For this purpose, the user uses the BestRoute service offered through a web site by a Service Provider. The user access the service, introduce some parameters such as origin and destination, date and time, vehicle type, road preferences. The BestRoute service uses the DynNav APIs implemented by a Content Provider to estimate the optimal route, and provide back such route information to the user.
The Content/Service Provider may offer additional information to costumers related to the planned route (e.g. parking availabolity, POI).

Market benefits
The User can benefit of predicted traffic information from Content Provider.
The Content Provider that owns traffic information is enabled to offer its own contents to a large number of customers.

The Service Provider can monetize its deployment enriching its BestRoute service with value added information.
