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1. Overall Description

ETSI’s Technical Committee Satellite Earth Stations (TC SES), would like to kindly inform 3GPP GERAN, 3GPP RAN, CEN, CENELEC, and OMA-LOC about its current developments regarding navigation and location standardization. Indeed the following objectives are targeted within Work Item DTR/SES-00317 “GNSS receivers reference performances and interference mitigation capability; background analysis”.

· Standardization of location device classes. This item aims to define the main characteristics of the location units depending on their target applications. The location units are assumed to be based on a plurality of sensors, with GNSS as the core location technique, and with additional sensors such as inertial ones depending on the application. The different steps of the standardization item are to identify 

· performance requirements based on applications,

· candidate location techniques to achieve required performances,

· possible application of hybrid techniques,

· interface requirements  between the various sensors and devices,  

· classes of location devices and associated sensors. 

· Performances and test. The activity aims to define the minimum performance requirements of the classes of location units and sensors as well as test procedures.
