The issue will be addressed by changes to ULP Appendix E (tightening the language around send LPPe Provide Location Information to include neighboring cell information in SUPL POS INIT) and ULP Appendix F (yet to be fleshed out) and by removing Initial Approximate Position from SUPL RESPONSE.


This contribution addresses comment C400 in the CONRR.  Change request CR28R01 was agreed to in the Honolulu meeting.  This CR removed the Location ID and Multiple Location Ids from SUPL START, SUPL POS INIT and SUPL TRIGGERED START messages.  The goal of 28R01 was to gain bearer independence on the service layer of ULP.
After removal of this data, the following functionality was determined to be either broken or severely diminished.

1. Interim position returned in SUPL RESPONSE

2. Architectural delineation between the SLC and the SPC

3. Roaming detection

4. D-SLP detection

5. Cache positioning

6. Emergency call routing based on cell-id

Other items

1. Bearer independence was not achieved even with CR28R01 due to area Ids still being on the service layer.

2. Location Ids will be heavily implemented in SUPL 2.0.  Removing this code will be a significant effort.

3. This contribution adds in all of the "Not applicable for SUPL 3.0" comments for each of the fields containing measurement data.  This is a good compromise to keep the cell information needed to fix the items broken by CR28R01 yet cleans up the service layer to remove all measurement data.

2. Removed Supported Network Information parameter

3. Updated call flowes in Appendices

4. Updated Static Conformance Requirements

R02 - Updates from comments from 8/29 presentation:

1. Remove UMB from valid cell id list.

3. Multiple Location Ids definition. - Remove "Supported Network" note.

4. Reject change made in R01 implying support for E-OTD position method.

5. In SET Capabilities definition, remove the supported bearers parameter.
