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Reason for Contribution
Emergency call saves humans life in many situations, especially during natural disaster and most accidents. Their location information is important to allow emergency responders to save their life effectively. In this paper, we want to elaborate the importance of emergency service support for any SUPL capable devices. 
Today’s network approaches a decade that more broadband connectivity with rapid increase in data applications. Mobile device is getting more smarter with diversified OTT (Over-The-Top) applications, supporting many kinds of multimedia services. In recent United States FCC NPRM, NENA i3 standards and 3GPP release 11 NOVES work item, these OTT applications have to enable the same emergency service support with FCC Wireless Phase 2 location accuracy requirements. The current location requirements are on voice connection, but extended to non-voice services such as text, video and data. 
Wi-Fi and Femto cell are essential part of today’s data connectivity. In many situations they are used to off-load the cellular or to cover where no cellular nor GPS is available. To integrate the Wi-Fi/Femto locationing report is increasing interesting. In recent FCC NPRM to indoor requirements, the usages of Wi-Fi/Femto position to compliment the existing cellular CP and UP locationing are under consideration. We cannot preclude the location support with the help of Wi-Fi/Femto access points where smart devices, tablets and machine-type devices are connected during an emergency call.
For a roaming user on an LTE network, the chance to have a mobile device supporting a UP locationing is higher than CP. The interoperability of UP is higher because of more UP commercial installs worldwide and UP’s network argnostic. When a SUPL 2.0 capable roaming device dialing 911/112 SUPL emergency location service shall not be disrupted. For saving human life, neither low accuracy reporting nor less emergency call requirements to SUPL is tolerable. We have to utilize UP and CP as equal valuable resources for emergency service.  
In the Japan government emergency authority study report in investigating earthquakes disaster, it is stated the needs of  additional access network such as Wi-Fi where applicable during a large area destroyment.  Many survivers lost their cellular connections and have to use other temp connections such as Wi-Fi. Same could be said to location service, in which the more alternatives are applicable to them, the more reliable location the operator and surviver can get.
In summary, emergency service support is important feature in SUPL to save human life. OMA LOC WG has to maintain the emergency service support as mandatory. 
For the concern of passing GCF/PTCRB certification of SUPL 2.0 client implementations, we need to clarify with IOP experts and understand how the GCF/PTCRB certification can still be achieved.
Our understanding is that the ETR two mandatory emergency test cases can not block GCF/PTCRB certification when both test cases have not yet been successfully validated with two independent devices implementations from two manufactures in an early phase of SUPL 2.0.

Summary of Contribution
This input contribution describes the emergency call support in SUPL 2.0 is essential important and ought to be reverted back to mandatory.
Detailed Proposal
Agree with the CR OMA-LOC-2012-0012r1 to keep the SUPL 2.0 emergency service mandatory.
