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1 Reason for Change

The current draft version of the MLP3.4 DTD has definitions for both “Url” and “url”. This appears to be valid DTD, but it causes problems with some parsers. This CR covers the changes to the DTD. Another CR covers changes to the TS itself.
There are now both "url" and "Url" elements defined as #PCDATA. ("Url" was added as part of MapData). This seems to be causing problems with some parsers. There does not seem to be any valid reason for two different definitions and it should be harmless from a backwards compatibility view to change them both to “url”.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The change should be harmless at the DTD level because those parsers that can handle both “Url” and “url” will continue to work. The same fix should also be propagated back to MLP3.3 for consistency.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This change requires a similar change to the MLP3.4 TS.
