1 Reason for Change

During the Technical Plenary meeting in Frankfurt, Germany in January/February 2005, REL and IOP agreed that the concept of Interoperability Releases should be removed from the OMA processes, as there was no common view on whether these added any value to the membership.

Revision 1 of this CR has introduced some text in chapter 4, introduction that highlights that the previously used release handling concept Interoperability releases has been removed from the process. Furthermore, it suggest that we refer to Approved enabler releases as Approved, Interoperable Enabler Releases, this to make the distinction between Candidates and Approved Enabler Releases clearer.

Revision 2 of this CR contains some changes of the text in chapter 4 that was introduced in revision 1, this to make it clearer why the concept of interoperability releases were removed.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

As Interoperability Releases never have been implemented, this has no impact on existing enabler releases. The change in release handling will however need to be communicated internally and externally and REL is expected to work with BoD CC to form a message about this.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None, the overall process document does not contain any mentioning of Interoperability Releases and nor does the IOP process document.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
