The new version of the IOP Process emphasizes the need to hold a review of the ETR prior to the initiation of the Consistency Review. The result of the review is documented in a review report which is abbreviated ETRRR. This document is suggested to be added to the list of documents that need to be made available at the initiation of the consistency review.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Changes to chapter 2
2.   Material Requirements for Holding a Consistency Review

The key part of the preparation for the Consistency Review involves getting the material elements of the review collected and made available. This involves construction of the Enabler Release Package (ERP) and associated files. The ERP, which defines the package that will be published for an enabler, includes the following files:

· Enabler Release Description (ERELD) that, among other things, describes the enabler release 

· Requirements Document (RD) 

· Architecture Document (AD) 

· Specifications 

· Needed Support Files (e.g. DTDs, Schema Descriptions) 

In addition the following document which is not part of the ERP is to be reviewed:

· Enabler Test Requirements (ETR) 

Note that in case that the ERP contains documents that originate from activities performed prior to that they were handled in OMA (legacy material), exemptions may be granted by REL to allow the ERP to undergo a consistency review although no RD, AD and/or ETR documents exist.

Additional files, which are not published with the ERP, are needed to support the Consistency Review. These include: 

· Requirement Review Report (RDRR)
· Architecture Review Report (ADRR)
· Enabler Test Requirement Review Report (ETRRR)
· Any Prior Consistency Review Reports 

These additional files, as well as the ETR should be stored in the ERP zip file for ease of distribution but it should be recognized that these files will be removed from the package before it will be published.
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
