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1 Reason for Contribution

There has been a discussion in REL face to face meetings and on the conference calls about the naming of Candidate and Approved Specifications and Enabler Releases which have had class 2/3 changes applied.
In order to avoid confusion between those which have been notified/approved by the Technical Plenary and ratified by the BoD, it has been proposed to change the state flag in the filename to “D” or possibly some other letter as yet to be defined.

This contribution proposes a modification to the Process Document to take this into account.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes changing the state part of the filename of Specifications and Enablers from “C” or “A” to “D” to avoid confusion with versions which have been notified to TP and ratified by the BoD.
3 Detailed Proposal

7.1.1 Handling of a Document with Incorporated Changes

Note: this section is only applicable for Candidate and Approved permanent documents.  Permanent documents that are in Draft state require no additional handling once the CRs have been incorporated.

When a document has been updated with one or several CRs, the document filename and the filename of the Enabler Release Package and corresponding Enabler Release Definition document SHALL be given the state “D” to distinguish it from a version which has been notified to TP and ratified by the BoD.  The Working Group that owns the permanent document SHALL perform a final review of the document and the updated Enabler Release Package prior to that the document moves forward to the next step in the process.

Depending on the CR of the lowest class (e.g. when a class 1 and class 3 change have been applied the class 1 would be the lowest class) that has been incorporated into the document and the previous state of the document, the following applies:

· If at least one of the incorporated changes is a class 0 or 1 change and the document previously was in Candidate status, then this SHALL result in the demotion of the document back to Draft status. It shall thereafter go through the normal process of being approved as a Candidate by the Technical Plenary.

· If the incorporated changes only have been classified as class 2 or 3 then the Technical Plenary SHALL be informed of that the changes have occurred, by the submission of a report which points to the new revision of the document. Once the change has been notified to TP and the updated Enabler has been ratified by the BoD, DSO SHALL update the state from “D” to “C” or “A” as appropriate and follow the subsequent steps to publication.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
