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1 Reason for Contribution

There is an outstanding action to make a proposal to update the Publications web page to include White Papers and Reference Releases. In addition it was suggested to provide links to RDs, ADs, Enablers, ETSs, etc, from the Publications Index page.

· Avoid abbreviations for names of document, e.g. se “Enabler Test Specification” instead of “ETS” (Kari).

· Avoid abbreviations of names of deliverables, e.g. instead of “OMA DNS V1.0” we should write “OMA Domain Name System V1.0“ (Kari).

· Agreed.

· Link forward could be from version number instead of deliverable and date (Kari)

· Agreed.

· If we want less lines in table, we could consider adding a column for the ETS (Chris)

· Not relevant if we agree to have the link from version number

Also noted by Dwight as items for further consideration:

· What is the target of link - currently some are package pages and some are specs (e.g. RD via click-thru)
· Have all links pointing to pages for the releases.
· May be good to have a consistent scheme - a release page with description and available materials (e.g. RD, ERP, ETS) 

· Would be more consistent and was agreed.
· Whether names should include abbreviations, e.g. have entry look like "Data Synchronization (DS)" 
· Agreed
