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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA is discussing various changes to the Procedures and Working Practices to accommodate Reference Releases.
This will impact the portal to some extent. This contribution tries to list the potential changes which would be required or necessary.

2 Summary of Contribution

The detailed proposal lists the potential changes and classes them as essential (i.e. the portal cannot currently handle the proposed Reference Releases) and optional, where manual steps can be automated or options which are not valid for Reference Releases are not offered,
3 Detailed Proposal

A basic assumption has been made that Reference Releases will be treated like an Enabler Release which does not go through one or more of the standard Enabler Release Phases (i.e. Requirements, Architecture, Specification Development, Consistency Review, Candidate approval, IOP, Final Approval). This would mean that a Reference Release would have a subset of the information provided for Enabler Releases and would not require any additional information which is not currently maintained for Enabler Releases.
If this assumption is correct, the existing WP screens could be modified to support Reference Releases. No new screens would need to be designed.
The changes below are classified as 
· Mandatory, change required to make the current portal support Reference Releases,
· Optional, changes which would bring enhanced user experience, eliminate potential sources of misunderstanding or error.
Mandatory Changes:

1) Update Enabler and WISPR screens (screen titles, field tags, headers, column headers etc) to refer to Reference Releases and Enabler releases. (in WP index screen “Short Name” will become “Release Name”
All screens currently refer to Enablers and Enabler Releases. The Index screen need to be changed to refer to “Releases” when it refers to both Enabler Releases and Reference releases. Other screens will need to be changed to recognize whether it is dealing with a Reference Release or an Enabler Release and display the appropriate field tags etc.

2) The Index screen will list Enabler Releases and Reference Releases intermingled. 

A mechanism is needed to indicate the type of Release without having to go to a details screen.

3) Enhance the search to distinguish between Reference Releases and Enabler Releases.

It should be possible for people to search for Releases by Release type.

4) Update report headers etc to distinguish Reference Releases from Enabler Releases

The simplest way to achieve this would be to update the existing reports to indicate the release type.

5) Remove milestones for phases which are not relevant.

On the simplest level, we can recognize that Reference Releases will not have IOP Milestones and therefore the IOP Schedule screen is not required for Reference Releases. 

Taking this a step further, milestones for Architecture and Specification development removed from the schedule of Releases which expect to stop after the approval of a Requirements document.

6) Prevent upload of document types which are not relevant to the Reference Release.

By preventing the upload of, for example, ETS document types against a Reference Release, could prevent errors and could also signal to a Working Group that a Reference Release in fact should be classified as an Enabler Release. This could also be extended to exclude any document type which is not covered by the WID.
7) Only display relevant document types on the Reference Release details screen.

The Enabler details currently lists all document types, but many of these will not be relevant for Reference Releases. This screen could be modified to show only the document types which re relevant to that particular Reference Release.
