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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA can now move to HTML reporting of the Work Programme and the production of CSV files which others can use to generate their own reports.
R01 incorporates comments received from the REL meeting in Osaka.
2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution lists the main considerations on moving from a periodical generation of PDF reports to a dynamic generation of HTML based reports.
3 Detailed Proposal

Dynamic Reporting
The main consideration will be the move to dynamically generated reporting. Whilst this will give more up to date reporting for the Work Item Information which is updated in “real-time”, the reporting based on the Enabler milestones may be frequently out of date as this information is only updated every two months or so. This would appear as milestones which had passed their due dates and not recognizing that an Enabler had moved to a new phase (e.g. from draft to approved).
Actions will be to 
a) ask for “real-time”  updates to the WP data for achieved dates. The planning would still be reviewed every two months.
b)  to clearly indicate the last date of update on the report header and highlight only those milestones which should have been achieved when the last update took place.

Access from the public web site
These reports appear on the public web site. This means that either the public will have access to parts of the Work Programme application to generate the reports in real-time,  or that the reports are periodically generated and captured in HTML format and these are provided as links from the current Work Programme Reporting menus.

Enhanced features
Moving to dynamically generated HTML will open the possibility of enhancing the reports.

a) Column headers can allow sorting on the contents of that column

b) Filters can be applied (e.g. select by WG, phase, champion, …)

c) Shorter text can be used on the page with the links behind

d) Option to format for printing or for screen viewing

CSV files
CSV files can contain the data which is presented on the screen. This would allow people to apply filters to a report and extract the data for further processing.
