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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA currently maintains some dependency information via the Work Programme. There is also a static web page on the public web site at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/collaborating/ietf.html.
As there is a lot of overlap between these two sources of information, it would seem to make sense to merge them.

I) Analysis and comparison of the information on the IETF Dependencies page and OMA WP 
Some information is not currently captured in the OMA WP. In some cases further clarification is required.
II) Updates to the WP screens to enable capture of the additional data. Most of this can be handled by updating the existing screens.
III) Validation and publication procedure. It may be necessary to enhance and validate the information before publishing to the public web site. This section poses some questions.

Conclusion: Some information needs to be added to the OMA WP database. It one or two cases some clarification is needed with Ileana.
II) Updates to the WP screens to enable capture of the additional data.
The missing information falls into two categories, 

a) Information which could be entered by the WID champions when updating the WISPR data. This is probably limited to items 11 to 16 in the table above. This can be handled by modifications to the existing data capture screens
b) Information which should be maintained with the OMA representative responsible for liaising with IETF. This will include items 1 to 5 in the table above. No mechanism currently exists to modify this information.
III) Validation and publication.
Is there a need to validate the information before publication? A check before publication may be required to remove any typos or to catch any errors which may have crept in during the data updates.If so a preview screen will be necessary.
Is there a need for Ileana to update several dependencies before publication? If so, an alternative screen navigation could be provided to make such a task much less tedious. The preview screen could provide an easy route to the Dependency information.
