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1 Reason for Contribution

During the REL meeting on February 22, 2007, “It was agreed that there should be a deadline for submission to DSO/REL prior to TP meetings (inactivity from DSO/REL in handling of document approvals must be accepted). It was also agreed to suggest that document approvals only should be handled via R&A and not in live TP meetings.”
These suggested changes were socialized with the TP leadership and only partly agreed with them. This input contribution therefore put forward a proposal for changes to the handling of technical material that should also be acceptable to them. In addition, this input contribution suggest some changes to the publication schedule pages to describe the new deadlines suggested to be introduced.

2 Summary of Contribution

In summary, it is suggested that we should set a the deadline for submission to DSO/REL of technical material for approval during technical plenary meetings to be the same as the deadline for input to the Technical Plenary meeting itself, i.e. the Sunday one week before the TP meeting starts.

Material submitted before that deadline will be processed by DSO/REL with the target to have it ready for approval during the Technical Plenary meeting. In the case that problems with the material are discovered during DSO handling/REL checking, then the approval may have to be delayed. Material coming in after the deadline may be handled by DSO/REL up to the start of the TP meeting week, during which DSO due to other tasks will not be able to perform any activities related to approval of technical material.
3 Detailed Proposal

Approval calendar for publication of OMA material (Enabler Releases, Requirement Documents)

All technical documents (Requirement Documents, Architecture Documents, Enabler Releases, White Papers, Enabler Test Requirements and Enabler Test Specifications) that are to be submitted to the Technical Plenary for approval or for notification of updates are to be handled by the Document Support Office (DSO) and to be checked by the Release Planning and Management committee prior to the submission to the Technical Plenary.

The following 10 steps outline the expected actions by the parties involved – WG, DSO, REL, in order to achieve an efficient flow of the deliverables from submission by the WG to publication. This is also intended to give guidance on the expected duration for these steps.
1. Before submission the material should be checked by the developing group (SWG or WG) and agreed by the WG. All formal reviews pertinent to the type of submission should have been completed and support files included. The focus of this WG check should be on the technical content. 

2. WG chair alerts DSO to impending delivery. 
3. DSO agrees a date for submission from WG based on current work load and resources available. Estimated duration for processing will be given by DSO. 

4. When ready, WG submit package or CR to DSO. 
5. DSO processes package or CR and copies to WG to agree changes to documents – (WG may need conf call or R&A) ~ 14 days max. 

6. DSO Submit WG agreed package to REL for checking: allowing 2 days – (to ensure process followed and ensure package assembled correctly 

7. a) (If problems found, more time may be needed here – Template and packaging resolved by DSO,  content or technical issues are fixed by WG). 

8. DSO submit to TP either for 14 day R&A (on weekly cycle), or for immediate notification (CRs class 2,3).. 

9. a) Optional follow up R&A if necessary, minimum 3 Days (following corrections by WG, check by DSO) 
10. After TP approval DSO maintain tracking list to support TP chair submission for Board ratification at next Board meeting. 

11. DSO generates formatted draft publication page with package and submit to REL for checking for publication. (process only) 
12. After Board ratification, DSO publishes the new package and announces it to OMA all. 

For material to be approved during Technical Plenary meetings, the procedure is similar, but the deadline for submission to DSO is on the Sunday one week before the Technical Plenary meeting week starts. Material coming in after the deadline may be handled by DSO/REL up to the start of the TP meeting week, during which DSO due to other tasks will not be able to perform any activities related to approval of technical material.
The table below shows the critical dates that apply for working groups that wants to have material published on the release pages, meaning that it will first have been ratified by the Board of Directors. The deadlines noted in the table are for working group submission to their dedicated DSO representative. DSO will then create the package and submit it to REL for 24 hours of checking and if no problems are discovered the material will thereafter be ready for TP submission.
