1 Reason for Change

The IOP WG has agreed (IOP meeting in BKK) the present change Request to the IOP Report template and wishes that REL committee considers the change and incorporates the change in an update of the IOP report template.

This CR adds a note to the EVP Approval Criteria with the recommendation to the SWGs to include comments on any known limitations to testing of the ETR requirements. It should be listed in the EVP if the IOP WG deviates the testing from the recommendations given in the ETR. The ETR is written by the TWG on a high level without detailed analysis of feasibility for interoperability testing. The IOP changes to the ETR requirements can be, for example, due to finding limitations during the IOP detailed analysis of the requirements while writing the interoperability test cases.
By adding the known requirement testing limitations to the EVP Approval Criteria, it will be clear during the approval of the Enabler why certain requirements (or their parts) are not tested, or their testing is deviated from the ETR. This information can be updates during the interoperability testing based on information from the TestFests events.
