REL has been discussing a procedure for doing small amendments to Approved Enablers without administrative overhead. The OMA Process mandates shutting down WIDs which cover Approved Releases and which have not had any activity for a prolonged period of time. The REL guidance for “prolonged period of time” is 6 months. Any maintenance work, per current OMA Process, would then have to be performed under a maintenance WID. If such a WID is not available, one needs to be created and agreed.

Discussions ensued regarding the need for a lightweight procedure for handling very small amendments, obviating the need to create a new (maintenance) WID for such items.

In order to initiate the discussions, this contribution proposes some options on how to deal with these:

a) Create one maintenance WID under TP and let the maintenance work of all closed WIDs default to TP. The actual work on any CRs can then be delegated by TP to a specific WG, as appropriate

b) Create one maintenance WID for each “Grouping” (as agreed in OMA-TP-2009-0283R01)

c) Create one maintenance WID for each WG. This WID then covers all maintenance activities for all deliverables ever produced and published under WIDs owned by the WG in the past

The number of maintenance WIDs required in total are in listed in ascending order, i.e. least number of WIDs for a) and most for c).

There may be an option d) which may be a bit more controversial:

d) Allow maintenance CRs outside of the scope of a WID
