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1 Reason for Change

The lightweight procedures have recently been extended, according to agreed doc OMA-REL-2009-191R04.  This introduces several new options, e.g.  no RD required; no AD required; abbreviated reviews; use of single template; which should where possible be agreed at the time of WID approval.

This CR provides a means to simply mark which lightweight procedures are agreed at the time of WID approval.  It addresses action:
