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1 Reason for Contribution

Once the new version of the overall process document has been approved, REL needs to start setting minimum and maximum public review periods for the Enabler Releases that reaches Candidate status. REL also needs to do this for all those Enabler Releases that already are in Candidate status.
This input contribution proposes how this is to be done (this assuming that the overall process will be approved by the TP and BoD).
2 Summary of Contribution

The following text explains the role of REL in setting a minimum and maximum public review period for Enabler Releases and is used as the starting point for the detailed proposal:

“The minimum public review period SHALL be set by REL in consideration of the subject and scale of the release.  It SHALL be no less than 30 days for those cases where no interoperability testing is required (e.g. Reference Releases) or where only minor enhancements/changes to existing interoperability tests are required. Longer minimum periods may be set to account for the volume or complexity of the material to be made available for review.

The maximum public review period, for use as a timeout interval, SHALL be set by REL for Enabler Releases requiring validation activities by IOP.  The value for the maximum public review period shall be determined by REL after it consults with IOP and TWG to assess expected testing intervals which should also take into consideration the scope and complexity of the material to be validated. The expectation is that the timeout interval shall be longer than needed for IOP to develop validation support, vendors to supply test units and testing efforts to take place.  The timeout interval would thus be expected to expire only in those cases where the IOP validation efforts don’t complete in a timely fashion.”

It is proposed that the list of enabler releases is divided up into the following categories:

· Enabler Releases not updated since 2008 or earlier – treat as one group and set a common minimum public review period of 1 month and a common maximum public review period of 4 months from the point when the decision is made. Exceptions to be made if either the responsible WG or IOP indicates that more time is needed.

· Enabler Releases updated during 2009 – treat as one group and set a common minimum public review period of 3 months and a common maximum public review period of 8 months from the point when the decision is made. Exceptions to be made if either the responsible WG or IOP indicates that more time is needed.

· New or newly updated enabler releases (published/re-published as Candidate during 2010) – treat on individual basis and set minimum/maximum review periods in cooperation with IOP and responsible WGs. Minimum public review periods should be 3 months unless there is a clearly motivated reason to chose another time period. Maximum public review periods are dependent on what time the IOP WG considers to be feasible to complete testing of the material, given the current status of the work.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn. 5 Recommendation

It is recommended that REL reviews and agrees this proposal in principle and that subsequent actions are taken towards impacted WGs and IOP WG to confirm agreement of maximum review periods. 

Note that although the work on this can start now, we cannot execute on setting these min/max periods until the process document has been ratified by the BoD. Also note that some of the material currently marked as being updated prior to 2010 may be updated before we can execute, in which case the list needs to be updated.
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
