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1 Reason for Change

The current version of the WID Procedures (V1.5) refers to New Work Item sessions of the TP, which were recently merged into the TP Plenary.  This CR proposes to remove these references to NWI and to simplify sections 6.3 and 6.4 which include some repetition.

REL is kindly asked to review and agree this proposal for change to the WID Procedures, if necessary with any agreed modifications.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change the text under sections 6.3 and 6.4 as follows
6.3 Preparing the Work Item Document and supporting materials for TP presentation, socialization and TP review

Before it can be submitted for approval, a draft WID and its supporting material MUST be presented to TP and reviewed by TP, and MAY be socialized with other relevant groups.  The procedure for preparing and submitting a WID and its supporting material is the following:

1. The draft WID SHALL be submitted for presentation, socialization or review as an attachment of an Input Contribution to the group in which it is to be presented, reviewed or socialized. 
2. The Input Contribution SHALLindicate whether the WID is submitted for review (see section 6.5), TP presentation (see section 6.4) or socialization (see section 6.4).
3. The Input Contribution SHALL include the supporting documents of the WID (section 5.4) as attachment. 
4. The Input Contribution SHALL clearly identify and reference the WID and its supporting documents, including the WI presentation .

Please note that the presentation to TP and TP review of the WID represent distinct activities, both of which are mandatory. Section 6.4 describes the presentation to of the WID to TP and socialization with additional groups, while section 6.5 describes the WID review.
6.4 Socialization of the WID
All draft WIDs and their supporting material MUST be presented to TP at a face-to-face Plenary prior to their review and approval.  In addition, the supporting companies MAY socialize the WID with one or more OMA groups (e.g. group(s) the WI is candidate to be assigned to) so as to avoid duplication of work and to receive feedback for improvement of the WID. The WID and its supporting material shall be prepared and uploaded for presentation to TP and socialization as described in section 6.3.

At the presentation to TP or socialization with other groups, recommendations may be made to the draft WI supporters such as (but not limited to):
a) provide clarifications and/or additional details

b) make changes or additions to the Work Areas
c) modularize the functional requirements further
d) re-use or alignment with existing specifications

e) split the WI into multiple WIs with a narrower scope
f) modify the proposed time schedule

The supporting companies SHOULD consider the comments and MAY revise the WID to address these. If the WID draft is significantly modified after its presentation to TP (e.g. the WID is narrowed and more focused due to comments received), the revised WID SHALL be presented again to TP prior to entering a WID review.  The supporting companies MAY also socialize the revised WI again with other groups that originated comments or recommendations.
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
