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1 Reason for Contribution

At the REL meeting in Bangkok, the idea was raised that Work Item progress should be more visible on the public portal.  This could be achieved by making draft specifications more accessible to the public and showing the progress of a work item in terms of milestones planned and reached.

Increasing the transparency on WI progress was thought to improve the industry’s perception of OMA as it would help developers find draft specifications and know when to expect the publication of specifications as Candidates or Approved documents. It would also make milestone slippages more transparent, and hence more understandable to the public.
This information is presently available under the Technical Information -> Work Program section of the public website, however this is in presented in an unfriendly format tdistributing the information over several links and files, organized per view.

This contribution proposes  a course of action to make the information more concise and easier to access.
2 Summary of Contribution

Section 3 details the WID information that could be provided on the public website, and where it could be located on the website.  Note that section 3 only proposes the content for WI progress information on the public website, it does not try to specify any format.
3 Detailed Proposal

The About OMA tab on the public provides a link to a page called Work Program which has further links to each Working Group.  
Each Working Group page could be extended to contain a (dynamic) table of all active Work Items, just like DM has done for its specifications.  Each entry in the table could provide a link to a page that specifically describes the Work Item and its progress.

Each Work Item page could contain the following information:

· General information: Work Item name, description, champion, supporting members, WID
· Work Item Progress: target dates for Candidate publication of RD, AD, TS, IOP, and an indication of whether achieved.  If achieved a link to the corresponding publication could be given, see the next bullet:
· Publications: RD, AD and other specs that have been approved as Candidates

· Publications in draft status: draft RD, AD, TS if available
The information for these WID pages can be extracted from the WI information under the WP section of the member portal including the WISPR schedule, abridging it to include only the main milestones of a WI (for example, do not show dates for start of an activity, reviews, etc).
Alternatively, this WI progress information also could be made available through the Technical Information -> Work Program section of the public portal.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
