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1 Reason for Contribution

The current version (OMA-RD_PoC-V1_0-20031111-D) of the PoC RD is not clear enough to which forms of PoC group the joining and re-joining facility applies.

2 Summary of Contribution

The contribution is intended to provide modifications to clean up the Joining a PoC session and PoC session participation information chapters.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.3 Three modes of 1-to-many PoC communication features
For the 1-to-many PoC communication mode, three modes SHALL be supported, namely the pre-arranged mode, the ad hoc mode and the chat mode.

Attributes applicable to pre-arranged PoC group:

· A session between pre-arranged PoC group members is established when an individual PoC member of the pre-arranged group invites the PoC group where she is member of.

· The voice communication starts after the first PoC group member accepts the invitation.

· The participation in a pre-arranged PoC group SHALL be restricted to the members of the PoC group.

· Members of the group SHALL either be invited when the session is established or SHALL be able to join into an ongoing session.

· Additionally, all members MAY be allowed to invite additional PoC subscribers to the ongoing session, when membership allows.

Attributes applicable to ad-hoc PoC group:

· An ad hoc PoC group session is established when a PoC subscriber selects more than one other PoC subscribers and invites them.

· The voice communication starts after the first PoC subscriber accepts the invitation.

· The participation in an ad-hoc PoC group MAY  not be restricted.

· To participate in an ad-hoc PoC group, an invitation from a PoC group participant is needed.

· As an exeption, PoC subscribers MAY join into a PoC ad-hoc group in case they were PoC participants before, left the group and join in later again.

Attributes applicable to chat PoC group:

· A chat PoC group session is established as soon as the first PoC subscriber joins in.

· The voice communication - in principle - is possible at the time the chat session is established.

· Chat PoC group members can either be invited when the session is established or be able to join into the ongoing session.

· Chat groups MAY be closed (i.e. restricted to group members).

6.1.5.2 Joining a PoC session

A PoC subscriber SHALL be able to join an ongoing PoC group session, if the maximum number of participants is not exceeded. 
Joining a PoC session applies to members of pre-arragend PoC groups. For PoC chat groups any PoC subscriber MAY join in. For PoC ad-hoc groups joining is only possible if the PoC subscriber was a PoC participant in the ad-hoc group before, left it and re-join it. 

6.1.5.2 PoC Session Participant information

PoC session participant information can be delivered two ways if requested. The mode SHALL be selectable by end user, depending on whether the user wants to 

a) Request information on who is currently participating in the PoC group session at this time.

b) Request continuous information on who is participating in the PoC group session. In this case there is an indication when:

· a participant leaves or is removed from the PoC session.

· a participant joins or is added to the PoC session.

The user interface SHALL convey to the user which of the two modes is currently enabled.

The participant MAY also choose not to request any PoC session participant information.
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
