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1 Reason for Contribution

In the current PoC RD two very similar chapters, both about the addition of new subscribers can be found. For a better understanding and to avoid opposing statements, we propose to merge the chapters.

2 Summary of Contribution

Merge chapter 6.1.5.2 and 6.2.11, change “user” to “subscriber” where appropriate.

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.5.2 Adding a user to a PoC session

A participant of the PoC session SHALL be able to add new subscriber(s) in to the session. The inviting user SHALL receive notification of the result of the invitation per invited user. The result can be for example:

· A invited subscriber accepted invitation,

· A invited subscriber rejected invitation or

· A invited subscriber was not reachable.

After the PoC session is accepted the invited subscriber SHALL receive the status of the floor.
The added participant MAY be notified with the identities of all current participants whose identities are not restricted.
Addition of a subscriber SHALL not affect the ongoing communication.

The added subscribers Identity  SHALL be included in the list of participants (subject to restriction policy) , which is distributed to those session’s participants who have requested the participant information updates if the added subscriber´s identity is not restriced.

It SHALL be possible to add subscribers to a PoC group as long as the maximum number of PoC group participants is not exceeded. The maximum number of PoC participants MAY be set by the PoC service provider and MAY vary for each PoC group.
