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1 Reason for Contribution

Issues concerning the presence state “unreachable” are discussed on e-mail.

1) if PoC subscriber is in the state unreachable, should it behave the same way as in the state Do-Not-Disturb or another way.

2) if "unavailable" is better name for state than "unreachable"

2 Summary of Contribution

The presence state “unreachable” (as described in RD version 2003-12-04) is quite similar to Do-Not-Disturb and therefore it may be useful to specify another state with a little different profile.   

The name of state “unreachable” is not anymore very suitable and therefore it is proposed to be changed to “unavailable”.  

3 Detailed Proposal

6.1.3 Presence Features

A PoC subscriber MAY have a set of Presence settings available to be used and customized on her behalf. These features allow the PoC subscriber to express her Presence status.  A standardized solution is required to enable the subscriber to manipulate these settings and this SHALL be in accordance with existing Presence standards.
Additionally technical connection conditions may apply but are not considered herein, e.g. a PoC subscriber may be out of telecommunication coverage.
The Presence features considered herein are classified with respect to their applicability to PoC interactions as follows.  This PoC service enabler SHALL not prevent that other Presence features in accordance with existing Presence Standards are used in combination with PoC. 

· Reachable:  The PoC subscriber is registered for PoC service and not engaged in any activity that prevents acceptance of a PoC session.
· Busy:  The PoC subscriber is registered and is engaged in another activity that may prevent acceptance of a PoC session.
· Do Not Disturb:  The PoC subscriber is registered but does not wish to accept PoC sessions at this time.  
· Unavailable: The PoC subscriber is registered but temporarily unable to participate in PoC sessions at this time, e.g. out to lunch, or some user defined condition
· Offline:  The PoC subscriber is not registered for PoC service at this time.
A PoC subscriber that uses one or more of the Presence features, SHALL be able to interact with the PoC service as defined in the following subsections:

…

6.2.4.4. Unavailable
A PoC subscriber SHALL be able to change his Presence status to unavailable. This action SHALL discard incoming PoC sessions, talk bursts of the on-going sessions and corresponding floor control signaling. 
If a PoC subscriber is invited to join a PoC session and his Presence status is unavailable for incoming PoC sessions, the invitation is rejected, indicating that the PoC subscriber is unavailable. A detailed reason for the unavailable conditions MAY accompany the response indication.

A PoC subscriber MAY be able to receive personal alerts when his presence status is unavailable.
