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1 Reason for Contribution

In the OSPE work item, the discussion about life cycles of services is raised. The attached documents describe how the service life cycle works, and which pre-conditions are required for it to behave optimally. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The life cycle of a service has four phases: The conception of the service; its introduction into the network; the maturity phase, during which the service is run and grown; and the retirement of the service. In the attached documents, we discuss the first three phases. 

3 Detailed Proposal

A service has four phases, the first three of which are described in the enclosed use case documents.

1. Analyzing the business needs. This use case documents the first phase a service provider needs to go through in order to provide a service. Here, the service provider analyzes what brings value to the Service Provider and Network Provider prior to contracting together and committing resources for a planned service agreement. 

2. The introduction into the network. This use case documents the second phase a service provider needs to go through in order to provide a service. Here, the service provider analyzes the resources required to provide the service, and sets up the system in such a way that it will give the users the services with the desired quality, and provide secure and high-availability function. 

3. Running and Growing the Service. When the first phase of the service design – the service creation – and the second phase – the resource planning – are completed, the service can be made available an entity that can be discovered in the network by the users. This document describes how this can be accomplished, using service contracts. 

It is assumed that the service provider is interested in providing consistent and high-quality service to all users, and that he is applying a business model which means that he will charge for the services provided.

5 Recommendation

The OSPE breakout of the Requirements group is recommended to include the attached use cases in its report, and use them as the basis for its requirements discussion. 
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
