6.1 Availability of mobile terminal presence information 

6.1.1 Short Description

The user can set their presence state based on preferences or have the network indicate the state from its available resources; the network state may be overridden by user intervention, e.g. the user may be on a call but may also be ‘active’ in terms of their IM state. The presence information is aggregated by the Presence server for distribution to authorized users.

6.1.2 Actors

Joe – The “User”
The Network

The Home Presence Server

6.1.3 Actors Specific Issues

Joe is able to manage and change his presence information based on his desires instead of having the network and presence related applications change it.
6.1.4 Actors Specific Benefits

Joe is able to provide accurate presence information based on his desire, and not the networks information.
6.1.5 Pre-conditions

Joe is provisioned to use Presence services
Joe has connected his device to the presence enabled Network.

The network has updated the Presence Server with Joe’s presence information (attached to the network, and other network based presence information e.g. home agent, S-CSCF, etc.)

6.1.6 Post-conditions

Joe successfully updates his presence information to his preference and not that of the Network
6.1.7 Normal Flow

Joe decides he wants to change his Presence condition to be “hidden”  instead of the current status of available.
Joe accesses the presence client on his device and selects “hidden” and apply.

The Presence client will send an update to the Presence Server requesting his status to change to hidden.

The Presence Server should change his status to “hidden”

Everyone that has previously been granted permission to use Joe’s presence information should show Joe as “not on line”.  Meanwhile, Joe should continue to see the presence information of the users that he has been granted access too.
6.1.8 Alternative Flow

Same as above, but Joe could change his status to “in a meeting” or “on the phone” or any other possible state.  The Presence Server should update his status and appropriately display it to applicable users.
